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Sunak's swansong

The 2024 council elections are unusual in that they represented
the final chapter in a quartet of results that chronicle the self-
inflicted collapse of the governing party from 2021.

In a typical local electoral cycle, party fortunes fluctuate - normally
the one in power nationally experiences a mid term trough but
rallies as the next general election approaches. But this isn't what
happened this time.

The Conservatives had one of their best ever local showings in the
2021 elections as the country emerged from lockdown and the
government received a so-called "vaccine boost" for being the first
country to produce a covid jab and to get jabs into arms efficiently
and effectively.

That election marked the high point, arguably of the entire fourteen
years of Conservative government. From then on it was a story of
rapid and substantial decline, starting with the Owen Paterson
debacle, the Partygate affair, the Pincher scandal (and other equally
tawdry scandals prompting seemingly endless by-elections), the
mass government resignations and Johnson's absurd attempts to
cling on, the summer 2022 leadership campaign, the Truss
interegnum and then the rise of Rishi.

Rugrats rearranged

The major claim of those MPs wanting Sunak in No.10 was that "the
grownups were now back in charge". This in itself was a bizarre
statement given British politics has never known an era where
parliamentary careers peaked so soon. Whatever you thought of
their politics, Harold Wilson, Edward Heath, Tony Benn, Roy
Jenkins, Barbara Castle, Denis Healy, Willie Whitelaw, James
Callaghan and Margaret Thatcher - to name just a few - served
apprenticeships of years on the backbenches, then held several
junior ministerial posts before reaching the cabinet and then ran less
glamorous ministries before the big four: the Home Office, the
Foreign and Commonwealth Office, the Chancellorship of the
Exchequer and Prime Minister.

Neil Kinnock has served as an MP for thirteen years before being
elected Leader of the Opposition in 1983 and had at least shadowed
an important ministry: education.

Things began to change when John Major replaced Margaret
Thatcher. She had turbo-boosted his career by promoting him from
Chief Secretary to the Treasury - often regarded as the lowest place
at Cabinet level, to Foreign Secretary for three months when
Geoffrey Howe resigned and then Chancellor when Nigel Lawson
quit. Major had only been an MP for eleven years when he became
PM; Blair thirteen when he won his 1997 landslide.

Rishi Sunak and Keir Starmer were both elected to parliament in
2015; Sunak was Chancellor of the Exchequer by February 2020
and Starmer Leader of the Opposition just two months later.

For students of comparative politics it is interesting to consider why
Britain is the mirror of the US, which seems blighted by a
gerontocracy. We are almost a paedocracy and surely neither
situation seems desirable.

Aside from the reality that, in terms of age and experience, none of
those attaining the highest office in recent years count as
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parliamentary grown-ups, the Rishi era only really marked a change
in style from that of his predecessors. He showed no greater
competence in getting his policy agenda implemented, such as it was
- and he quickly showed himself not as a leader but as a reactionary.
The Prime Minister seemed to believe that making a speech
proclaiming something made it so: A PM of spin with no substance.
The rhetoric-reality gap was every bit as large as that of his
predecessors.

The Conservative melodrama continued, and Sunak simply
presented the country with a different set of shortcomings and
policy failures to add to the list voters had long since tired of.

Rishi's five missed pledges

The Sunak strategy, such as it was, was two-fold: to deliver on five
relatively modest pledges he'd made at the end of 2022 and, second,
to take the seemingly neverending Conservative Party
psychodrama off the news headlines. He failed on both counts.

Of the five pledges: halve inflation, grow the economy, reduce debt,
cut waiting lists, and stop the boats. Halving inflation was achieved
but, as the principal lever for controlling inflation is high interest
rates, and interest rates were set by the Bank of England, this
achievement was hardly the government's. Given his failure on the
other targets though, it'd be churlish to deny Rishi credit on this
pledge.

The government did not meet its "grow the economy" target, at
least within the twelve month period Rishi set it. In fact, the
economy slipped into recession by the third quarter up to December
2023. In the whole of 2023 the economy grew by 0.1% so even if the



government wanted to trump "UK economy slides into recession”
this pitiful longer run measure would not suffice in convincing the
public things were getting better.

The final economic measure the government sought to hit was
reducing debt and, again, it failed. By the time of the local elections
government debt was 2.5 percentage points higher than in April
2023. This was in part due to the very much higher benefits bill since
the Covid pandemic; partly because the government failed to grow
the economy, the proceeds of which could've helped pay down the
bill, but also because, at least to right-leaning observers, while the
government talked right, it governed left.

The Civil Service in the first quarter of 2024 was some 90,000
employees larger than at the start of Covid. Given a widespread,
entirely reasonable and broadly accurate belief among the
electorate that public services had deteriorated significantly despite
a much larger bureaucracy, this again went to the Tories key
weakness: they did not look competent. And competence is a key
asset Conservatives normally can trade on, at least in comparison to
Labour.

The NHS junior doctors strike largely put paid to Sunak's pledge to
reduce NHS waiting lists. These were about 350,000 patients
higher than when the pledge was made. Of these 350,000, the
Health Foundation think tank suggested that the ongoing industrial
action had added 210,000 to the waiting lists.

But, even had the government hit this target, does anyone imagine
the public would suddenly decide the NHS was safe in Conservative
hands? Of course not.

But the highest profile failure - in no small part because Rishi made it
so - was his pledge to stop the boats.

lllegal immigration overwhelms the government

At points during his battle to reduce illegal immigration, when bad
weather prevented channel crossings, the Prime Minister attempted
to claim it was his efforts that reduced numbers. Inevitably - and
how could any politician or advisor not recognise this would
happen? - when the weather improved, the record numbers of
crossings resumed.

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There were two sides to this issue.

In Parliament, the government had to scrunch up every ounce of
what remained of Conservative unity to drive through the lllegal
Immigration bill (the Rwanda Bill) in the teeth of vocal opposition by
virtually all the other parties in the Commons and the Lords.
Perhaps the government thought that in fighting the good fight
against opponents who were quick to criticise but offered no
practical alternative the public (or at least that section of it they
sought to appeal to) would give them some credit.

But, in reality, it simply allowed the opposition a noisy platform to
decry the policy again and again, and for those Conservative MPs
with government experience of the Home Office to point out the
loopholes in the bill that would prevent it from doing what the
government claimed for it. And, as we would see later in 2024,
having gone through all that trauma to get the bill into law, Sunak
then effectively junked it by calling a general election before a
Rwanda flight had even taken off.

In the country, issues like the mass booking of hotels to house
asylum seekers by the Home Office, the procurement of the Bibby
Stockholm barge to house them in Portland Harbour (and the
subsequent detection of Legionella bacteria in its water system and
the suicide of an asylum seeker) hardly gave the public any
suggestion that the boats were being stopped. There were some
flare-ups around the country (though not as sizeable and violent as
were seen in Ireland) outside some of the places housing asylum
seekers and frequent stories of holiday-makers being unable to
book hotel rooms in British resorts because the Home Office had
block-booked the accommodation for its needs, not theirs.

This government was beset by a rhetoric-reality gap on immigration.

First, the Conservatives had promised to cut immigration (legal and
illegal) by significant amounts in each of the four manifestos - 2010,
2015, 2017 and 2019 - it had won power on, then ignored that
promise.

Second, it was beset by the question why it had taken thirteen years
for them to even begin to concoct a plan - untested anywhere else in
the world - to tackle the problem by removing anyone arriving by
illegal means to another country and without giving them sanctuary
in the UK even if their application for leave to remain proved
successful. Australia had pioneered a system where illegals were
returned to Samoa for processing and ltaly is doing something
similar with Albania but this is not what the Rwanda plan was.

Third, even if it was sincere in its desire to curb illegal migration, the
party was irreconcilably divided between the liberal wing who
would never countenance unshackling the country from its
international obligations contained within the European Convention
on Human Rights which essentially prevented the UK from
controlling immigration meaningfully, and the Conservative wing
who wanted to close off every opportunity for lawfare activists to
appeal-away any prospect of a sovereign nation state being able to
exercise full control of its borders.

Sunak understood - at least to a point - the political reality of his
whittled-down majority, and weakened authority over what
remained, yet he continued to talk the talk knowing (at least | think
he knew) he could not walk the walk.

Finally, in every single battle between those who wanted to reduce
legal migration versus the Treasury and its contested assertions that
migration was an economic good for the country, the Treasury
always won. There was, from day one after Cameron took office to
the day the Tories were voted out, a majority in the cabinet who



accepted the Treasury worldview. Yet the Conservative Party
continued promising to get a grip on immigration while having not
the slightest intent of honouring that promise. A government that
talked right and governed left.

So Rishi's first full year in government ended, by the policy measures
it set itself, a failure - remarkable in itself as those pledges were
modest and offered a flexibility in interpretation.

Three international crises define the parliament

The other side of the Sunak strategy was to take the Conservative
psychodrama off the front pages. Again, he was less than successful.

It is far too simplistic to dismiss the convulsions within the
Conservative Party since 2016 as nothing more than an ill-
disciplined group of self-serving and largely mediocre politicians
fighting like rats in a sack. The 2016 EU referendum was a seismic
political event which realigned politics in a way many MPs on all
sides of the House of Commons failed to grasp. But the
Conservatives, as the party of government, which had little choice
other than to implement the result while containing a majority of
Remain-supporting MPs, had to forge ahead with it without any
period of reflection, out of the spotlight, to work out what it wanted
to be.

In other words, the Conservatives chose a side on Brexit: that of
Leave, but didn't realise the implications - indeed many were
resolutely determined to block their party from embracing that
reality. As a result the party didn't really attempt to deliver a proper
Brexit and never defended it against the deluge of nonsense
Remainers blamed it for. Hence, the defining political issue of a
generation that could have locked Conservatives into power for
decades became another millstone of failure around the party's
neck. Entirely self inflicted.

The 2019 general election looked to have resolved that split in the
party by delivering an 84 seat majority for Leave PM Boris Johnson.
But then Covid - another unantecedented political emergency -
destroyed a year and a half of legislative time to deliver the sort of
Leave vision for the country Boris had promised. The epic scale of
public spending required to make lockdown viable. The inflationary
surge as the world reopened. And the huge spike in energy prices as
Russia invaded Ukraine. These massive international problems took
levelling up off the table, saw the benefits bill surge and removed
any prospect of tax cuts or the smaller state many Conservative
MPs believed were the answers to Britain's productivity malaise.

In other words, the Conservatives had to govern through three
exceptional crises, any one of which would have been regarded as
overwhelming in normal times and which would have taxed the
resolve of the most united political party and the most experienced
heavyweight politicians. That is not to judge whether they handled
any of these three crises well but recognition of the context in which
the Conservative Party fell apart is essential to analysing the party
Rishi Sunak failed to lead.

The Tories' regeneration trick finally falters

It must also be said that any party in power for as long as the
Conservatives had ruled struggles with self discipline and purpose.
As mentioned earlier, every new initiative to fix a problem it has
suddenly discovered can be questioned as to why they didn't attend
to it sooner.

The divisions between different groupings of MPs in any party

become more entrenched and Prime Ministers tend to be too
immersed in their Downing Street bubble than in managing their
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party. The reality of responding to issues wears away the ideological
coherence of the manifestos they were elected upon.

The Conservatives happened upon, during their fourteen years in
office, the quaint trick of their changes of Prime Minister being like
regenerations of Doctor Who. Each leadership change was seen by
enough of the country as, effectively, a brand new government as to
blunt Labour's claim that only it could offer a change of direction.

We went from the Blairite liberalism of Cameron to the austere
seriousness but also political vacuity of May, to the populist
unseriousness that broke the Red Wall of Johnson, the calamitous
interregnum of Truss and the technocratic banality of Spreadsheet
Sunak.

None of these prime ministers can claim to have had an "ism" in the
way Margaret Thatcher did. For example, Rishi Sunak claimed to
have voted Leave in the EU referendum but gave every appearance
of being a Remainer in government: the only voter who chose Leave
because he wanted everything to stay the same.

This trick of a new PM being seen as a new government, broke down
with Rishi. The fact he had never won his own electoral mandate as
Prime Minister, had been imposed after Truss was forced out having
lost a leadership election against her AND being perceived as a key
figure who forced Johnson out, made it essentially impossible for
him to lead his broken party.

Boris and his cult bugger off

After losing power, yet still making it clear to anyone who'd listen
that he believed he would be swept back by MPs suddenly realising
what a calamitous mistake they had made, Johnson was a glowering
presence on the backbenches. Those in the Commons - on all sides -
who utterly despised his way of doing politics and, yes, his success at
defeating them, launched an enquiry into whether he had misled the
house in his responses to questions over his awareness of Covid
rule-breaking Partygate events in Downing Street.

Members of Parliament investigating fellow Members of
Parliament, as though they are each other's line manager, when an
MP's mandate to be there derives from voters, is an unsatisfactory
way of managing complaints or perceived infringements of
parliamentary protocol. Possibly the worst means of regulation
apart from all the others.

Nonetheless, the inquiry into Johnson's alleged misconduct never
felt from the outset that it was going to reach any other conclusion
than guilty, and urging the most draconian punishment possible.
Aside from its implications for Boris Johnson, this inquiry largely
defeated Sunak's efforts to get internal Conservative process
stories off the news and stop reminding the public how much
Partygate had destroyed their faith in the Conservative Party.

Just before the Privileges Committee announced its findings
Johnson, having had sight of them, resigned from Parliament,
triggering a by-election in his not especially safe Outer London
constituency. Nadine Dorries, MP for Mid Bedfordshire, and Nigel
Adams, the MP for Selby and Ainsty in Yorkshire, resigned shortly
after, both being devotees of Johnson.

A fourth MP - David Warburton from Somerton and Frome - who
had been suspended from the Conservative Party for allegations of
sexual misconduct, also resigned shortly after, setting up four by-
elections. Dorries then bizarrely refused to resign, claiming she
wanted explanations from Downing Street as to why she was
blocked from receiving the peerage Johnson had promised her upon



his resignation. Was there a worse example of craven self-
servitude?

Anyhow, three of the four by-elections proceeded while Dorries
tried to discover why her snout had been shoved out of the trough
by Sunak and the Tories lost two of the three, surprisingly just
hanging on to Johnson's Uxbridge and South Ruislip but losing the
very much safer other two, one apiece to Labour and the Lib Dems.

But Johnson exiting the Commons did not draw a line over
Conservative self-absorbtion. Dorries eventually quit in August and
the Tories proceeded to lose her Mid Bedfordshire seat. Shortly
after, Christopher Pincher, the former Tory Deputy Whip whose
drunken groping and Boris Johnson's dishonest claims about what
he knew about them was the final straw that brought about his
ousting as PM, resigned as MP for Tamworth - another massive
swing against the Conservatives handing this strongly-Leave voting,
safe Tory seat to Labour. The debacle continued: high profile,
divisive Conservative MP Peter Bone was booted out of the
Commons following a recall petition over yet more sexual
misconduct allegations (denied by him) and his Wellingborough seat
was also lost to Labour.

Then liberal Conservative Chris Skidmore - a champion of an
aggressive climate change agenda - quit parliament after Sunak
loosened the government's targets for hitting net zero goals. Labour
won his once marginal Kingswood seat, on the outskirts of Bristol,
easily.

To round off the long list of self-serving, greedy and politically
moronic Tory MPs forced out, Scott Benton - who had gained
Blackpool South in 2019, lost a recall after a cash for questions
entrapment. Labour won that by-election too with Reform UK
nearly snatching second place.
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The Honey Trap

There were no by-elections resulting from this one but a bizarre
Westminster honey trap scandal involving the semi-detached Tory
MP for Hazel Grove, William Wragg, rounded off the surreal litany
of sleaze scandals involving Conservatives. Wragg confessed to
capitulating in the face of blackmail threats over a homosexual
liaison. Needless to say the female Conservative MPs whose details
he handed over to his blackmailers took a far less sympathetic view
of his mea culpa than those who applauded his exposé of the plot.

But even that was not the end of matters for the Conservatives.
Mark Menzies, Tory MP for Fylde, resigned after a surreal tale of
late night calls to a senior party member in his constituency pleading
that he had been kidnapped following a gay liaison and held hostage
unless a ransom was paid. Julian Knight, MP for Solihull, had sexual
misconduct charges against him dropped by the police but quit the
Conservatives after whips still refused to restore him to the
parliamentary party, claiming there were yet more allegations
against him yet to be investigated.

Sleaze tends to be one of the horsemen of party collapse. While
those who demand seriousness in politics often decry sensationalist
tabloid reportage of such allegations, these are the dog whistles that
cut through to the public and alert them to a party's loss of discipline
- indeed of its woeful selection and vetting processes that allowed
some of these MPs to stand. More people would probably be able to
explain why Neil Parish, the Tory MP forced out over scrolling
through porn while in the House of Commons, quit than could
probably explain the exact complaints the Privileges Committee
upheld against Boris Johnson to resign.

In short, Rishi's time at the top coincided with the Conservatives'
time at the bottom: an ungovernable party unable to get the public
to pay attention to it no matter what he tried. But Sunak
compounded his party's shortcomings and, having changed leaders
so frequently there was simply no credibility left in attempting a
further change, even if that might alter the party's stars and even if
there was a significantly more popular alternative - both highly
doubtful.

The main difference between this year and earlier in the parliament
was that problems did not solely befall the Conservatives. The two
largest opposition parties: Labour and the SNP both encountered
challenges they did not emerge unscathed from.

SNP breakdown

Throughout 2023 and into 2024 failures across a range of key policy
issues coupled with poor political judgement substantially
weakened the SNP's grip on Scotland.

Nicola Sturgeon resigned as First Minister on 23 March 2023.
Serving eight years in the role might have been sufficient
justification for her to quit but the move followed an incredibly
divisive battle to reform gender recognition laws in Scotland: a
demand of her Green Party coalition partners but far from popular
in the country at large: SNP and women voters especially.

The moment of real cut-through to the public came when convicted
so-called "trans" rapist Isla (Craig) Bryson sought to serve his
sentence in a female prison, a request Prisons Scotland and the SNP
government saw, bizarrely, as reasonable. In interview after
interview Sturgeon refused to accept that only biological males
could commit rape, that Isla Bryson was a biological male, and males
should not be placed in women's prisons. Very few outside the
metropolitan leftwing diversity, equality and inclusion bubble that



has been captured by trans fanatics had such difficulty in seeing this
as wrong and unsafe.

All the political effort exhausted on justifying this pro-trans
platform was then thrown away when the Westminster government
vetoed the SNP plan because it would impact upon UK-wide
equalities law. The SNP fought this decision all the way to the
Supreme Court and was resoundingly defeated there.

Sturgeon had just enough good will in her party for her chosen
successor, Humza Yousaf, to narrowly win (52% to 48% in the
second round) the leadership over the more socially conservative
Kate Forbes. Ironically, the dramatic loss of members that Sturgeon
had presided over probably sealed Yousaf's victory, those who had
resigned over gender ID, over-ambitious net zero targets, the
massively over-spent ferry scandal and poor public services being
more likely to vote for Forbes, presumably.

Yousaf's period as First Minister was a disaster from start to finish.

Shortly after his election, police were called in to investigate funds
missing from an SNP independence campaign fund. The
investigation quickly led to the door of Nicola Sturgeon and her
husband Peter Murrell - who had been SNP Chief Executive, and to
tracking down a luxury camper van bought by the party that was, for
some reason, parked in front of Murrell's parents' front door. This
scandal, never far out of the headlines and still not resolved,
exhausted whatever fondness was left of Sturgeon and, as her
protege put Humza Yousaf in an impossible position to defend.

But Yousaf's arrogance destroyed his leadership. In the autumn of
2023 the SNP Health Secretary, Michael Morrison, submitted an
expenses bill for over £11,000 generated by wifi costs for the use of
his i-Pad whilst on holiday. The minister claimed initially that the
costs were accrued on official parliamentary business but it soon
transpired his kids had been watching football on the device.
Matheson firstly tried to brazen out the controversy, then repaid
the sum but remained in post with Yousef's support.

Perhaps Yousaf had never watched how ministerial scandals played
out at Westminster, with the leader expressing full confidence in
their colleague until they quit; or perhaps he didn't think the rules of
political gravity applied to him. But Matheson eventually -
inevitably - resigned, making Yousaf look like craven and weak.

Independence cul-de-sac?
The SNP had also become cornered by its raison d'étre:
independence. The power to call an independence referendum lay

squarely with Westminster - another subject upon which the
Supreme Court had affirmed in crushing terms. This ended attempts
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by the SNP to hold an "advisory" referendum at a time of its
choosing - the idea being that were Scots to vote to leave the UK the
"advisory" nature of it would be moot: there would be inescapable
moral legitimacy for Westminster to deliver on this verdict just as it
had with Brexit. The SNP was therefore left with no practical means
to deliver the purpose of its existence.

Attempts were made to suggest that the next general election could
be turned into a de facto referendum whereby if the SNP won the
majority of seats that would be enough to force through Scoxit.
Except that people vote for all sorts of reasons in a general election -
even SNP voters. No real legitimacy could be drawn from such a
result, even if the party were able to hold a majority of its
Westminster constituencies: an unlikely prospect given voters were
tiring of SNP mistakes and Labour was recovering. Only an SNP
landslide at the next devolved elections - and perhaps not even then
- might reopen the possibility of another independence referendum.
Of course, the impossibility of independence any time soon
infuriated SNP activists and further destabilised the party in
government.

But it was the ongoing gender recognition debacle - or rather his
mishandling of it - that did for Humza Yousaf. Aside from the
external pressure on his fragile coalition, internally there were
slightly less woke, left-wing MSPs seeking to pull the government
away from what they saw as extremist Green priorities. The
leadership contender who came third against Yousaf, Ash Regan,
soon after resigned the whip while senior member Fergus Ewing (of
that famous SNP family) voted against a three-line whip in a
confidence vote on the Green minister Lorna Slater.

Greens oust Yousaf

Yousaf then spectacularly messed up - and it cost him his leadership.
Seemingly without consulting the Greens he ended the coalition
agreement in a Bute House press conference. The Greens reacted
by tabling a no confidence vote in Yousaf. With all the parties bar
the SNP intent on voting against him, and after failing to get
independent Ash Regan onside, Yousaf resigned. Veteran John
Swinney took over, with defeated leadership challenger Kate Forbes
as Deputy First Minister. But by this time Labour was resurgent in
Scotland, overtaking the SNP in polls for the first time since the
independence referendum of 2014.

Gaza

Labour's political problems began on 7 October when several
thousand Hamas terrorists broke out of Gaza and launched a
massacre of Israeli citizens in settlements close to the territory,
killing 1,139 and kidnapping 251 who were then held hostage in
underground tunnels within Gaza. Israel described the attack as its
9/11 but, had the proportion of the population killed in the Twin
Towers and Pentagon attacks matched that of very much smaller
Israel, nearly 40,000 Americans would have died in 2001.

The Hamas plan appears to have been to launch so significant an
atrocity that Israel would launch a disproportionate response which,
in turn, would bring its allies (principally Iran and Hezbollah in
Lebanon, but maybe other Islamic states) into a regional war that
would defeat and eradicate Israel. Hamas achieved its objective of
Israel smashing into Gaza but, yet again, woefully misapprehended
its expectation of the Islamic world aligning behind it - at least if it
wanted action rather than words.

Across the western world, however, it takes very little for anti-Israel
protests to erupt with the usual calls to boycott brands and stores
that supposedly supported the "Zionist entity" and for weekly
marches to storm through Central London.



The party politics of this are very different for the Conservatives
and Labour because Muslims have long been a key constituency of
the latter, concentrated in quite considerable numbers in dozens of
mainly inner city and northern former mill town constituencies.

The Conservatives experienced a handful of resignations by Muslim
councillors over the UK's lack of criticism of Israel's retaliation but
Labour's alignment with the government created problems in these
areas on a whole other scale. In the fourteenth year of a
Conservative government Labour started losing its majority on
councils that should be safe as councillors quit the party. Oxford,
Pendle, Burnley and Kirklees all fell to no overall control.
Simultaneously the entire Labour cabinet in Hastings, seemingly a
set of Corbynite remnants, resigned en masse citing other reasons,
costing the party control of that council too.

The agitation of elements of the Muslim community and others
sympathetic to the Palestinian cause led to threats and intimidation
of elected representatives in a parliament where Conservative MP
David Amess had been stabbed to death at an advice session in 2021
by an Islamist. Such was the degree of concern by parliamentary
authorities of the threats being made against MPs that, in an SNP
opposition day debate on the Gaza crisis, the Speaker Sir Lindsay
Hoyle, broke with convention and allowed Labour to amend the
nationalist motion, which enabled the party's MPs to be seen to vote
in favour of a motion demanding an immediate ceasefire.

On an extraordinary day the Speaker was almost forced from office
over this - to the public seemingly innocuous - rule change, with the
SNP and several Conservative MPs declaring they had lost
confidence in his impartiality (Hoyle was a Labour MP before
becoming Speaker).

The Rochdale by-election

In what could not have been more problematic timing for Labour,
long-standing MP Sir Tony Lloyd who represented Rochdale with a
sizeable Muslim population, died in January 2024. The demagogic
George Galloway, who had made a career of creating problems for
Labour in constituencies with large Muslim electorates since being
expelled from the party during the Irag War, immediately
announced he would be standing.

Labour selected the opposition leader on Lancashire County
Council, Azhar Ali, as its candidate. But recordings from a closed
Labour Party meeting in which Ali claimed that Israel had
foreknowledge of, and had allowed, the Hamas attack to give it the
political justification to reoccupy Gaza. Labour withdrew its support
from Ali but not before nominations had closed, leaving them
nominally without a candidate (though he still appeared on the
ballot as Labour). The party ordered activists not to campaign for Ali.

The 2024 council elections

Galloway stormed to victory in the by-election winning just south of
40% of the vote. Labour's disavowed candidate came fourth with
just 7.7% of the vote (a fall of 44 percentage points - even larger
than they sustained in the 1983 Bermondsey by-election).

This defeat, in which Galloway campaigned almost entirely on the
issue of Gaza, presaged the potential damage that might be
sustained by Labour in very specific parts of the country in the
looming council elections and, if the Gaza crisis had not been
resolved by then, the general election as well.

And so we arrived at the 2024 council elections with both the
Conservatives and Labour having cause to be anxious about the
outcome.

The 2024 council elections

In no small part, it is because the 2021 council election results were
so good for the Tories that 2024's were so, so bad - because the
seats that were elected to in 2021 were the ones up this year. But
they were compounded by the Conservatives' local government
foundations having been eroded by bad (but not disastrous - at least
by comparison with the depths they had sunk prior to the 1997
Labour landslide) results in 2022 and a very much worse round in
2023.

Where councils elect by thirds - and the vast majority of those up
this year do - a party can often survive one bad year of voter
displeasure but it cannot survive two and three can almost
obliterate them from representation.

So it was that in somewhere like Milton Keynes, where the
Conservatives were the largest party until May 2023 (though locked
out of power by a Labour-Lib Dem coalition), they were left with just
nine seats out of fifty seven after May 2024. Where they won every
seat up in Tamworth in 2021, they held just one there this year. A
2022 Conservative majority on Redditch council of 15 seats (and
this tiny district only had 29 seats at the time) now has a Labour
majority of the same size (with just 27 councillors following
boundary changes).

Where Brexit had breathed life into a Conservative vote in formerly
Labour fiefdoms Rishi's eradicated all progress. The Tories lost
control of strongly Leave-voting Cannock Chase, Dudley, North East
Lincolnshire, Redditch, Tamworth and Thurrock, while continuing to
be ground to near extinction in affluent Remain-voting areas like
Banbury, Mole Valley, Tunbridge Wells,West Oxfordshire,
Wokingham and St Albans. As described earlier: attempts by
Conservative Remainers to constrain Brexit and neuter any defence
of it simply destroyed the party in both Leave and Remain areas: a
truly stupendous feat of political genius.

This year, there was a quite pronounced divergence in the election
results between two different types of area. Where the
Conservatives were still an electoral presence voters turned out to
give them a kicking. But where the Conservatives have largely
ceased to exist, Labour fared quite poorly. This was principally the
backlash over Gaza in strongly Muslim and ethnically diverse areas:
places like inner Bradford, Blackburn, Burnley, Pendle and Kirklees.

But there was more to this. Where left-wing Labour councillors,
disillusioned with Sir Keir Starmer's positioning of his party, stood as
independents they either did well themselves or facilitated gains
principally by the Greens. Walsall, Hastings, Oxford, Bristol and
Stroud are examples where parties or independents perceived as
more progressive, or left-wing, than Labour did well.

We also continued to see a growth in localist parties, most
spectacularly in Peterborough where Peterborough First, principally
formed by defecting Conservatives, caused mayhem in a crazy set of
results where most seats changed hands. Portsmouth independents
continued to gain ground, again mostly at Conservative expense,
though Coventry Citizens faded somewhat in their challege. A
Women's Equality Party candidate won in Basingstoke, George
Galloway's Workers Party underwhelmed but won seats in Rochdale
and Manchester.

The 2024 stage of the local government electoral cycle was the one
with fewest seats up for election. There were no council elections in
Scotland, Wales or London; nor in the vast majority of English
districts and unitary councils. Because each year different types of
councils elect, the underlying partisan lean of each set differs.
Labour's best set should be those that last elected in 2022 and next
elect in 2026, including London and nearly all the Mets including
Birminham and Wales.

The best year for the Conservatives should be whenever the county
councils are up for election: next 2025, last 2021. These councils
have had removed from them large towns and small cities: the best
Labour areas. The councils up in 2024 were Labour's second best set,
even without London, Scotland and Wales.

Because relatively fewer seats were up for election this year: 2,636
compared, for example, with the 8,057 in 2023 (the largest round of
elections in the cycle), the big parties came close to contesting every
seat.

The Conservatives faded somewhat in the Mets but mostly due to
weakness in North Tyneside - Wallsend, Killingworth and Whitley
Bay (where all the seats were up and they only managed 26
candidates for 60 vacancies) and South Tyneside - Jarrow and South
Shields, (where they have never been strong and fielded just four
candidates for 18 seats).

Labour's gap in the unitaries is principally explained by the party's
inability to field close to a full slate in Dorset, where they stood 50
candidates for this 82 seat council. And, while the non metropolitan
districts are always Labour's weakest tranche of councils, they were
particularly hamstrung by all-out elections following boundary
reviews in councils where they are particularly weak. They contested
just 17 of 40 seats in Cheltenham, 26 of 42 in Basildon, 15 of 36 in
Havant and 28 of 49 in Maidstone.

The party was utterly shafted in Pendle, Lancashire by its own
councillors as part of the fall-out over the Rochdale by-election. They
withdrew just hours before the close of nominations leaving Labour
only with candidates in the less winnable wards. Labour duly won
zero seats there.

Although the Liberal Democrats in particular, but also the Greens,
fielded far fewer candidates than the big two parties, they tend to
stand in places where they are strongest, so have a higher win ratio.

Reform UK, the latest mutation of UKIP-Brexit Party, contested just
12.2% of seats - a far cry from the 51% UKIP managed in 2016. The
far left Trade Unionist and Socialist Coalition (TUSC) fielded
candidate in 10.1% of wards, mostly in the urban Mets.

The 2024 council elections

The result

There was a 6.15% swing from Conservatives to Labour compared to
2021. This was much larger than the swing in last year's local
elections but only because 2021 was a better year for the
Conservatives than 2019 (the comparison year for 2023) was. And, as
mentioned at the start of the introduction, it was because 2021 was
such a better year that the Conservatives suffered another massive
loss of council seats.

Had the baseline the 2024 results were measured against been last
year - 2023 - there would have been virtually no changes because the
two elections were essentially identical: just a 0.2% swing to Labour.

Though | endeavour to avoid talking about the general election that
took place following these local elections, the vote shares obtained
on 2 May - at least in respect of the two main parties - was
remarkably close to the shares they won on 4 July.

The comparison with 2023, below, differs somewhat from the like-
for-like comparison with 2021: the last time the exact same set of
councils elected (though a couple of councils have switched to all out
elections and dropped out of this stage of the cycle, so the match is
not perfect). 2023 and 2024 are not like-for-like elections: vastly
more councils elected last year than were up this year. So the
following table only counts those councils that elected in both years.

It is incredibly rare for the Conservatives to lose a local election, and
almost unheard of for them to lose by more than ten percentage
points. But by this, | am referring to a slightly different measure: the
National Equivalent Vote (NEV) which seeks to eliminate the
underlying political lean of each set of elections.

This is not an estimate of how people would've voted in a general
election held the same day as a local election, because vastly fewer
people vote for their councillors and vastly more votes go to smaller
parties. It is simplty an estimate of the vote shares the parties would
have won if every council in Great Britain had held elections. These
figures produced an eight point Labour lead and a 4% swing from

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Labour's Gaza problem
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Blackburn
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Greens get Bristol

Following on from their historic gain of Mid Suffolk council in 2023,
the Greens had an even bigger prize in their sights this year: Bristol.
The Greens became the largest party on Bristol council in 2021 but
back then the city had a directly elected mayor: Labour's Marvin
Rees, so were locked out of power. Since then, however, there had
been a referendum on abolishing the mayoralty won by the
abolitionists, plus the high profile Black Lives Matter protests that
culminated in the dumping of a statue of Bristol slave trader and
philanthropist Edward Colston in the river Avon by rioters.

In the event, the Greens were not quite able to replicate their feat in
Mid Suffolk and gain an overall majority on the re-empowered
council - but they came so close that attempting to shut them out of
power would have been futile. They gained ten seats taking their tally
to 34 on a council of 70. Their 41% city wide - nine points ahead of
Labour - was founded on a landslide in the (then) Bristol West
constituency of 58.5% to Labour's 30.2%: a lead that was confirmed
in the near-identical Bristol Central at the July general election, when
Carla Denyer became the party's second Member of Parliament.
Bristol West-Bristol Central has now been represented by four
political parties since 1992.

Bristol

The results in Bristol were slightly more complicated than a Labour to
Green swing - though that was certainly the principal headline.
Labour tended to gain Conservative seats while the Greens took
Labour ones, though even in the North West division of the city
where most of the Tory losses occurred, the Greens polled 27.7% to
Labour's 30.2% and the Conservatives' 25.4%.

The Conservatives crashed to just 13.4% of the vote Bristol-wide: the
first time they've polled less than 20% and a truly terrible result in a
city they held three quarters of the parliamentary seats within until
1992 (and half until 1997). Their only comfort - and it's a meagre one
- is that politics is so fragmented now in Bristol that they might be
able to win back some seats on dismal vote shares, but that assumes
Reform doesn't splinter their vote even further in 2028.

[ Stroud

The Greens also had a much longer shot: Stroud. If Stroud district
were confined solely to that bohemian town and its surrounds they'd
win by a landslide, but it extends far beyond to villages like Cam and
Dursley, Nailsworth and Minchinhampton, where other parties are
stronger. Even so, the party emerged with the most councillors: 22,

on a strong 37.3% of the vote. They only ended with two more
councillors than Labour but were nine percentage points clear, and
sixteen ahead of the Conservatives.

They also performed well in Maidstone and Havant which both held
all-out elections following boundary changes.

But 2024 was not a year of breakout Green success typified by huge
swings in specific wards, as 2021, 2022 and 2023 had been. Beyond
those four councils discussed above, Green gains, where they
occurred, numbered in the ones, twos and maybe threes. Any gains
for a small party are welcome but of the 107 councils up this year
sixty still have not a single Green representative serving.

Lib Dems' Dorset dominance

There should - in theory at least - be far greater opportunity for this
party (and, indeed the Liberal Democrats) now Labour is in
government because, being seen as further to the left they should be
better able to capitalise on disaffection with Sir Keir Starmer's
leadership.

The Lib Dems were able to make huge inroads into metropolitan
district councils during the last Labour government and, while many
of these areas are going to be far better prospects for Reform UK
(especially in largely white, working class northern and Midlands
wards) than these two more "progressive" parties, therein lies
Labour's peril. Because if it loses working class votes to Reform and
Conservative, and voters who want more red meat radicalism from
Labour to the Greens and Lib Dems, their vote will be decimated in
what they still regard as their heartland.

The Lib Dems gained dozens of councils in 2023 leaving them with
relatively few opportunities this time around. The Lib Dems perform
differently to the Greens in local elections insofar as they tend to win
monopolies of seats on the councils they win, while flat-lining in
neighbouring districts. See Cheltenham, Eastleigh and Mole Valley
for example.

The big Lib Dem prize this year was massive Dorset council,
undergoing its second election since becoming a unitary authority
minus Bournemouth, Christchurch and Poole. Here they gained a
lucky thirteen seats to eke out a majority of just two overall (and
twelve over the Conservatives: a margin big enough that it should
mean four years of Lib Dem rule even if they lose their overall
majority through by-elections or defections). Again this local election
presaged what would befall the Conservatives at the general election
that followed. The Lib Dems outpolled the Tories in the Poole
suburbs (the Dorset council part of Mid Dorset and Poole North) by
52.5% to 29.1%; and in West Dorset by 44.9% to 30.2%. Both these
parliamentary seats were Lib Dem gains.

The Conservatives actually scraped enough votes in the wards
comprising the South Dorset constituency, to come out narrowly
ahead in a three-way fight: 28.7% to Labour's 22.9% and the Lib
Dems' 27.8%. The Greens polled 11.9%. Despite this pretty poor
result for Labour, especially in what should have been their
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strongholds in Weymouth and Portland (given the local unpopularity
of having the Bibby Stockholm refugee barge moored in Portland
harbour and Labour's noisy complaints about this "failed"
Conservative approach to immigration),

Labour did edge Dorset South at the general election. In this instance,
the fact the Tories could not exceed 30% of the vote in the local
elections was the greater windsock of political fortunes than Labour's
anaemic performance. Tactical voting at the general election was
more than enough for the 70% who did not vote Tory in the locals to
oust controversial multi-millionaire MP Richard Drax.

Lib Dems also performed well in Gloucester, though not quite well
enough to win a majority. And, even more clearly than Dorset South,
it was Labour which took the parliamentary seat in July, despite
getting absolutely nowhere, yet again, in the council elections.

Gloucester

The Lib Dems also somewhat rained on Labour's parade in North
Hertfordshire, another council with all out elections following
boundary changes. Whilst generally across this council the Lib Dems
and Labour leave each other to fight the Conservatives (Labour in
Hitchin and Letchworth, the Lib Dems in the more rural wards and
the two dividing Royston between them) there was not as clear a
surge towards Labour as there was in the run-up to 1997 (when
Labour won overall control of this council, albeit briefly).

Just as the Conservative showings in these local elections were
decent predictions of their general election disaster, so Labour's
comparative weakness in vote share replicated their poor vote share
in the general election. That said, Labour gained North East
Hertfordshire at the July general election which they failed to do in
1997. But here | am referring to vote share and Labour won with just
35% in this constituency as the Conservatives lost 25 percentage
points, mainly to Reform UK. In 1997 Labour polled a higher share
despite losing.

Otherwise, as with the Greens, there was Lib Dem stasis: they gained
a seat or two here and lost a seat or two there: 2023 and 2024 should
again be seen as a complementary pair of results. But part of the
reason the Lib Dems struggle in this particular set of councils up for
election in 2024 was that they are overwhelmingly areas that voted
Leave. In the few local authorities up this year that voted Remain,
they performed strongly.

Why am | still banging on about an eight year old referendum result?
For this reason: in the local authorities that voted Remain the Lib
Dems polled 22%. In the local authorities that voted more than 60%
to leave the EU they polled 9%. | am not asserting that the EU was a
factor in this local election: very few electors still tell pollsters that
this issue is of salience to them, however much Rory Stewart and
Alistair Campbell bang on about it in their podcast. | am asserting that
how one voted in the EU referendum remains one of the critical flags
for a whole range of policy positions that increase your propensity to
vote Lib Dem or to never vote Lib Dem.

Just thirty of the authorities up this year have no Lib Dem councillors
on them, which is still almost a third, while in many others they have a
token representation: a ward here or there they have managed to
take root in without being able to widen their influence.

As with the Greens, the Lib Dems will inevitably now begin
performing better in some Labour areas, though probably not as well
as they did between 1997 and 2020 because the vast majority of
these areas are, as we looked at above, Leave voting and they now
have better-fitting parties in Reform UK especially (but also the
Conservatives) to serve as the receptacle of their protest votes.

Nonetheless, there are several big councils: Newcastle, Sheffield,
Liverpool, Cambridge and parts of Birmingham (if these aren't
secured by pro-Gaza independents) plus potentially London
boroughs like Haringey, Islington, Southwark and maybe Waltham
Forest, where the Lib Dems should be expected to make significant
inroads during a mid-term of a Labour government. It's just that they
almost certainly have a much lower ceiling for success in Red Wall
areas because they are no longer seen as credible by Leave voters.

Voters spurn continuity parties

The casting around for options beyond Labour and Conservatives
resulted in the continued rise of localist parties and independents. In
respect of the former, this was especially evident in Peterborough
where the First grouping which principally emerged from a
Conservative split, won seven seats for a total of eleven when
defectors not up for election this year are counted. First is now the
second-largest party in Peterborough while the Conservatives - who
held thirty seats before their split and now hold just eleven - are
barely ahead of the Lib Dems.

Independents did well across the country and not just under the
banner of pro-Palestinian causes or in heavily Muslim areas.

Notably the People's Indpendent Party of Castle Point borough now
has a comfortable overall majority - and that over the Canvey Island
Independents: not a single councillor from a national party was
returned here. Castle Point voters aren't too bothered about the
Middle East, especially in local elections - their bust up with the
Conservative Party was over housing development targets the
former council tried to impose on the district rather than pushing
back against the then government.

There are now three councils controlled by localist parties: Epsom
and Ewell, Castle Point and - for very similar reasons to Castle Point -
Tandridge, which covers the eastern end of Surrey. Though
technically under no overall control, independents and localists
control a cleara majority of the seats here: 25 to 11 Lib Dems and just
seven Conservatives. Let's see if the Tories can begin a rapid climb
back now they've been cast out of government in this typically deeply
Conservative corner of England.

Portsmouth's Independent Party surged too, and independent
councillors won in the affluent Plymouth suburb of Plympton:
continuing the fall-out from the city centre tree-felling debacle that
booted the Tories out of power there. Likewise, Labour got spanked
in Oxford over a host of first world complaints; though in Hastings it
was the Greens that benefited electorally from mass defections from
the Labour group by left-wing councillors. The majority of the
defectors up for election this year quit rather than fought: the one
who stood lost to her former party. Localists in Tunbridge Wells (the
Tunbridge Wells Alliance) and West Lancashire (Our West
Lancashire) more or less held their own this year.

Gaza independents performed best in Blackburn, Bradford, Burnley,
Oldham and Pendle, while scoring less significant breakthroughs in

Kirklees (though the vote won by independents here far exceeded
those for Greens or Lib Dems) and Rochdale.

The 2025 elections

So let's end where we started. The 2024 local elections brought to a
close a complete cycle of results that began with huge Conservative
success in 2021 and ended in huge Conservative failure in the three
other years of this electoral wheel.

There is no certainty that there will be a Conservative recovery in
2025 because the baseline for next year's election is 2021: that
exceptional year when Covid forced the combining of the district
vote that should've occurred in 2020 with the county council
elections that were always intended to happen in 2021.

The emergence of Reform UK is the real threat to the Conservatives
in 2025: they were simply not a factor in the 2021 county elections
and surely will be next year, albeit to varying degrees depending on
the demographics of the county. The 2025 elections are also far
harder to forecast because, despite Labour support having slumped
since the general election, they still represent masses of
constituencies they have never won before, or not since the 1997 and
2001 Tony Blair landslides.

Take Buckinghamshire: the only county council that returned a
Conservative majority in the 1993 elections. In 1997, all four
constituencies stayed Tory. In 2024, Aylesbury and Wycombe (plus
the section of the new Buckingham and Bletchley constituency)
voted in Labour MPs while Chesham and Amersham is represented
by the Lib Dems. And this before Reform UK is factored into the
equation there. The potential exists for a very poor Conservative
result in that county.

Bucks is hardly an outlier. Are the Conservatives likely to retain
Derbyshire or Nottinghamshire when every constituency in the
former, and all but two in the latter are once again held by Labour?
Likewise Lancashire and Northumberland will prove hard to hold;
while southern counties like Cornwall, Devon, East Sussex, Surrey
and Gloucestershire will see a principally Lib Dem led assault on
these Tory-led councils. Even councils with very large Conservative
majorities: especially Kent and Essex, look vulnerable to multi-
pronged attacks, while Reform will attempt (and probably fail) to take
Lincolnshire. Simply go back to the 2013 county elections and look
where UKIP staged its first significant breakthrough to see the basis
of where Reform UK is going to surge.

On the other hand, voters seem more inclined to vote Conservative in
county council elections compared to districts, possibly because the
services provided by the counties like education and social services
matter more. It was noticeable when the two sets of elections
coincided in 2021 how much more willing voters were to return
Conservative county councillors at the same time as electing non-
Conservative district councillors.

No, it may not be until 2026 (if at all if Nigel Farage has his way) for
the Conservatives to start racking up significant gains in council
elections. Whether that will be far too late for Kemi Badenoch's new
leadership of her party we can only wait and see.
